It was the second capital of the Adil Shahi dynasty of Bijapur before the
arrival of the Portuguese. Under the Portuguese, the city grew rapidly in size
and splendor. But it was short-lived because by the end of the 16th century.
That of the British, French & Dutch, had replaced Portuguese supremacy on
the seas. In 1843, the capital was shifted to Panaiji.
